•	 Chapter 6 of the Cell Biology Unit explores cell biology at the level of “systems biology” 
in which the cell is viewed as a group of interacting parts. This allows students to 
understand how the parts of a cell work together. 

•	 The Genetics Unit takes a “molecular first” approach so that students will first 
understand what a gene is, and then consider how genes affect the traits of organisms. 

•	 The Evolution Unit often takes a molecular perspective, and highlights cladistic methods 
to generate evolutionary relationships. This approach connects evolution at the 
molecular level and at the level of organisms in their native environments. 

•	 The Diversity Unit has incorporated the newest information regarding evolutionary 
relationships among modern species. The connection between evolutionary innovation 
and reproductive success allows students to appreciate why organisms have certain 
types of traits. 

•	 In the Plant Biology Unit, a much more modern connection has been made between 
plant structure, function and genetics. Recent information from Arabidopsis is often 
discussed. 

•	 Each chapter in the Animal Biology Unit ends with a section on the modern Impact 
on Human Health, including the molecular basis of many diseases. In addition, 
Neuroscience is covered as a mini-Unit of its own, with three complete chapters 
incorporating some of the most recent information in this exciting area of biology. 

•	 The Ecology Unit also incorporates an evolutionary theme and has an expanded 
discussion of species interactions. This approach provides students with a deeper 
understanding of evolutionary adaptations that organisms have.
